In the very beginning, Floral Art 
classes were run out of the recently closed St. Stephen’s 
School in Marton. From these small beginnings, the 
centre has grown immensely.

Stephen’s School buildings which they still operate from 
today.  Since then, the centre has offered a wide variety 
of classes, workshops and exhibitions.
